Route 
overview

Displays an overview of  
your route showing traffic along the way.

Phone data Displays information about your mobile such as 
battery strength and signal strength.

Route
information

Displays information about your route such as 
distance to destination and expected time of arrival.

Weather Displays the weather for the currently displayed map.

Traffic Displays information about traffic along your route.

Find nearby Finds nearby places or businesses (e.g. restaurants)
along your route.

Emergencies Finds nearby emergency services (e.g. pharmacies)
along your route.

Select Widgets to
display the widgets
carousel.

To select a widget for
display rotate the
carousel with your
mobile’s left and right
keys. Once the widget
you want is in the 
front click Select.

To remove a widget
from the screen 
simply select Widgets 
and “select” the 
currently displayed 
widget again.

How is Telmap5 different from traditional  
in-car systems or out-of-the-box units?
First and foremost, Telmap5 runs on your mobile, 
so it is with you wherever you go, and as a  
real-time system, you always get the latest maps, 
places, businesses and content. But Telmap5 is 
also much more than just another navigation 
system. You have access to millions of places, 
businesses, festivals, events and so much more. 
You can use it in your car, when you walk or even 
for just exploring the opportunities around you.
 
How much data does Telmap5 use?
It depends how often you use the application. 
Typically it is about 1 – 2 MB of data traffic 
per month. Note that when traveling abroad, 
roaming data charges may apply.
 

Frequently Asked Questions
Am I connected to the Internet at all times?
Connection to the Internet is only established 
when you request something such as a map or 
a route. Once a route is downloaded Telmap5 
only needs the Internet to periodically update 
changing information such as traffic. Even if 
there is no network coverage, Telmap5 will 
continue guiding you to your destination based 
on the information already downloaded. 
 
What happens if I leave the route during 
navigation?
Telmap5 reacts automatically to any deviation 
from the route and gives you the best possible 
instructions from where you are located. However  
after several deviations from the route Telmap5 
will automatically recalculate a new route from 
your current location and inform you that it is 
starting navigation according to the new route.

Can I use Telmap5 for camping or hiking trails?
Telmap5 can display a map anywhere that the 
GPS on your mobile can determine your location.
However, routes can only be calculated using the 
road network. If your start or end point is not on 
or near the road network then Telmap5 cannot 
calculate a route.
 
Why does Telmap5 sometimes briefly lose my 
position?
Your GPS requires direct visual contact with the 
GPS satellites in order to receive signals and 
accurately determine your location. A number 
of factors can interfere and cause your GPS to 
momentarily lose your position. 
 

Some of these factors include:

• Metallic materials like the roof of a car that 
may block signals.

• Narrow streets between tall buildings that 
reduce the field of view of the receiver.

• Glass surfaces that can sometimes lead to 
reflections of the satellite signals, impairing the 
receiver's performance.

• Dense foliage can hinder reception due to the 
water in the leaves. When Telmap5 cannot 
determine your exact position using GPS it can 
use the cellular network to determine your 
approximate location. While you may not be 
able to navigate using an approximate location 
you can still use Telmap5 to explore your 
surroundings on a map or search for nearby 
locations.
